Choosing the Right Ramp Length.
� Always choose the longest ramp possible – this

produces less of a gradient and makes it easier
and safer for the wheelchair or scooter to climb
or be pushed onto. 

� Measure the distance available from the step
where you intend to position the ramp – this will
determine the longest length ramp you are able
to position before meeting any obstacles such as
trees, bushes or the road

� Check that the width of the step can
accommodate the width of ramp 

� It is recommended that wheelchair ramps should
be no more than a 1:12 slope – this means for
every 1” of step, there should be 12” of ramp
length. So for a 3” step, you would need a 36”
(3ft) ramp. However, in some circumstances, a
steeper rise is acceptable. With care, and an able

assistant, a 1:6 slope is feasible - so for every 1” of
step, you would need 6” of ramp. 

� A proper risk assessment by a healthcare
professional will help you to decide if a particular
ramp is suitable and safe in a particular situation

:� If you wish to transport the ramp in a vehicle,
consider the transport dimensions
